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ROBERT BURNS - A LASTING 
MEMORY: 

Prior to his untimely death on July 
21, 1796, Scotland’s most 
celebrated poet, severely ill and in 
extreme financial distress, 
encouraged his wife, Jean Armour, 
not to be afraid of the future, 
predicting that "I’ll be more 
respected a hundred years after I 
am dead than I am at present". 
 
Before a century had passed, 
Robert Burns’ prophetic words 
were certainly confirmed on 
January 25, 1859, the 100th 
anniversary of his birth. Scots in 
his native land and all around the 
world participated in special events 
to honour the memory of this 
gifted and sympathetic man whose 
understanding of the passions and 
frailties of his fellow men and 
women was so profound. In 
Montreal, a commemorative 
banquet was held at the City 
Concert Hall, then located at 
Bonsecours Market. The Hon. 
John Rose, Past President of the St. 
Andrew’s Society of Montreal 
chaired the event and expressed 
the view that because Robert 
Burns’ poetry "appeals so strongly 
to the sympathies and feelings of 
our hearts" the poet’s memory 
would be "embedded in all our 
hearts" and "....in those of our 
descendants in another hundred 
years". 
 
In this 21st century, the Hon. John 
Rose’s sentiments remain 
unequivocally true and are 
substantiated by the thousands of 
Burns Suppers which have 
continued to be celebrated around 
the world ever since the first 
impromptu one took place in 1801. 
On January 25th of that year, a 
number of Argyll Militia soldiers, 
accompanied by their band playing 
appropriate airs, marched out from

the town of Ayr to Burns’ 
birthplace in Alloway to celebrate 
the anniversary of the poet’s birth, 
the well known cottage being an 
alehouse at that time. On January 
25th of the following year, the first 
organized Burns Supper also took 
place in Alloway and haggis, 
which is a traditional part of any 
Burns Supper, was served as part 
of the meal.  
 
The Society during the 19th and 
20th century was indirectly 
involved in two events relating to 
Robert Burns. The first one was 
the purchase of the famous Burns’ 
Bible in 1840 predominately by 
members of the St. Andrew’s 
Society, who also arranged for its 
transportation to the Burns 
Monument Museum at Alloway. In 
1985, during the Society’s 
Sesquicentennial Year, the Bible 
again crossed the Atlantic and was 
on display at the Society’s 
Exhibition at the McCord Museum 
until 1986 when it was returned, 
by the writer, to the Burns 
Monument Museum on October 
20th, the 200th anniversary of the 
death of Burns’ beloved Highland 
Mary. The second event was in 
1929 when, after being approached 
by Mr. William McBroom of the 

Ayrshire Association, the Society 
became unofficially involved in 
the raising of the necessary funds 
for the erection of the Burns 
monument at what was then 
known as Dominion Square. 
Despite the stock market crash of 
that year and the ensuing 
depression, the appeal was 
successful, as is evidenced by the 
existence of the statue, a replica of 
the Scottish one at Ayr, on the site 
now known as Dorchester Square. 
Of the total subscribers, 85% were 
members of the St. Andrew’s 
Society of Montreal, their 
contributions amounting to 95% of 
the total sum raised.

In recent years, the Society has 
been involved in two ceremonies 
at the monument, both 
commemorating the anniversary of 
the poet’s death. One on July 21st, 
1985 during the Society’s 
Sesquicentennial Year and the 
other on July 21st, 1996 in memory 
of the 200th anniversary of Burns’ 
death.

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THE BALL 
 
Over 370 people attended the St. 
Andrew’s Ball that was held on 
Friday, November 22, 2002, at the 
Fairmont Queen Elizabeth Hotel.  
By all measures it was a very 
successful event and enjoyed by 
everyone present. 
 
This year’s guests of honour were 
Charles William Harley, Viscount 
Dupplin and his wife Clare 
Crawford, Viscountess Dupplin.  
They divide their time between 
Abernyte in Perthshire and London 
and they arrived in Montreal with 
time to participate in all the Ball 
Week activities. Their genuine 
interest in the St. Andrew’s 
Society, Montreal, the Ball and 
related activities was obvious to 
everyone who spoke with them 
and it trickled all the way down to 
the Scottish country dances done 
during the ball, for they put in a 
special request for The Reel of the 
51st Division and The Duke of 
Perth.  The Guests of Honour later 
wrote that “We were overwhelmed 
by the warmth of the reception and 
very much enjoyed ourselves in 
meeting the vibrant and terrific fun 
of the St Andrew’s Society and 
Scottish community in Montreal.” 
Lord Dupplin is the eldest son and 
heir to the 15th Earl of Kinnoul, 
Viscount Dupplin, Lord Hay of 
Kinfauns and Baron Hay of 
Petwardine. He is a barrister by 
training as well as being Chairman 
of the Royal Caledonian Trust and 
a member of the Atholl 
Highlanders.  
 
The evening’s events got 
underway with a performance of 
highland dancing by the Montreal 
Highland Dancing Association - 
setting the tone for what was to 
come.  As guests filed in to the 
ballroom they enjoyed new and 
magnificent decorations designed 
by the decorations committee.  Of 
note were life-size images of 

members of various Scottish 
regiments in full costume.  If you 
missed them this year, look for 
them next year. Complementing 
the decorations was a very 
professional ball program which 
provided information about the 
evening’s proceedings, the Society 
and the Guests of Honour, among 
other things.   
 

 
 
During the course of the evening 
flowers were presented to 
Viscountess Dupplin by the Flower 
Girl, Marie-Céleste Delanoë 
McNiven and the Page Maurice 
Drummond McNiven, who along 
with Moira Barclay-Fernie, the 
President, are pictured above. The 
Black Watch Cadet Pipes and 
Drums performed and then came 
the wonderful Debutantes, whose 
story is detailed on the following 
page.  
 
Much of the tradition and 
ceremony of the St. Andrew’s Ball 
is due to the Black Watch (RHR) 
of Canada, the Black Watch Pipes 
and Drums Band and the Black 
Watch Cadet Pipes and Drums. We 
are grateful for the notes of 
solemnity and formality which 
their participation provides. They 
ensure that the haggis is piped in 
appropriately, that a sword dance 
is performed, and that dancers are 
led in to the ball room for the 
Scottish country dancing.  The 
Commanding Officer of the Black 
Watch, LCOL Bruce Bolton and 
his wife Roberta were seated at the 
head table, and many cadets and 
officers were in attendance. 

  
The ball is a success thanks to 
people and corporations who 
purchase tickets and tables year 
after year, chacun a sa mesure.  It 
was a pleasure to welcome back to 
the Ball a large group of energetic 
guests invited by Mr. Robert 
Ritchie, President and Chief 
Executive Officer of the Canadian 
Pacific Railway.  Many of them 
come from as far away as Calgary 
to attend the event and they inject 
the ball and the Scottish country 
dancing with infectious 
enthusiasm.   
 
What would the St. Andrew’s Ball 
be without Scottish country 
dancing?  Not as much (in the 
opinion of this author!) and for this 
we are all indebted to Mrs. Betty 
Speirs who gives up 8 evenings to 
prepare willing and enthusiastic 
(but sometimes uncoordinated-at-
the-outset) dancers for the ball.  
Her patience is put to the test but 
ultimately the dancers pass a test 
of their own on the dance floor as a 
mass of people do grand chains 
and reels of three choreography. 
After the Ball, Betty commented 
that “all the dancers did very well 
and it was worth the time that it 
took to teach them”.     
 
For those wanting a break from the 
dancing, the Dupplin Arms Pub 
came to life for a night with Jimmy 
Stevens, David Gossage and Bill 
Gossage providing musical 
entertainment, courtesy of 
Hurley’s Irish Pub.  Bill Hurley, 
who had the pleasure of 
entertaining our Guests of Honour 
at his Pub, said recently that he 
supports the Ball because “it is 
great to get the Scottish 
community together to help them 
celebrate their traditions”.  
 
The Ball ended with the traditional 
singing of Auld Lang Syne.  
Sometime after three in the 
morning weary dancers dispersed 
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and Brigadoon-like the Ball 
disappeared in to the mists of our 
memories until the same time next 
year.   
 
The Ball remains the most 
significant event organized by the 
Society, both as a cultural 
showcase and as a fundraising 
event. Its success, on both counts, 
was due to the tremendous support 
that it received from so many 
people and to the tireless efforts of 
the members of the Ball 
Committee. The proceeds from the 
Ball will allow the Society to 
continue its charitable work in the 
Montreal Community.

The tea allowed the 
debutantes to get to know each 
other, as well as members of the 
Society, and by the time of the 
luncheon they were perfectly at 
ease with each other and had a 
lovely time along with an 
appetizing meal.  
  
The debutantes and escorts also 
served a meal at the Old Brewery 
Mission on the Monday before the 
Ball.

The Ball was an exciting 
experience for the debutantes and 
escorts as they tasted haggis for the 
first time, danced the night away 
and were welcomed into Scottish 
Society. All the debutantes agreed 
that being presented was an 
incredible honour and that despite 
being nervous, they were very 
pleased that their curtseys and their 
waltz went so well. After their 
presentation, the debutantes and 
escorts danced well into the wee 
hours of the morning and all are 
looking forward to next year’s 
Ball.

HOGMANAY EXPLAINED 
 
The celebration of Hogmanay on 
December 31st involves a 
celebratory drink or two, fireworks 
and the kissing of complete 
strangers. The origin of the word 
“Hogmanay” is uncertain. Various 
suggestions have been made over 
the years and they all sound pretty 
good from where we are sitting: 
from the Gaelic oge maidne ("new 
morning"); a Flemish combo of 
hoog ("high" or "great"), min 
("love" or "affection") and dag
